Update on 501c3 status

Our tax exempt status has been approved by the federal govt., but we have not yet heard from KY.  The documents have been sent and received, but we have not yet been informed of the amount of penalty we will need to pay in order to be reinstated by Frankfort.

David’s frog scupture at Powell Bird Blind is complete!

The City of Owensboro has granted permission for David’s red-tail hawk sculpture to be placed on the Greenbelt.  A sponsor is needed to cover the cost of the sculpture and plaque.  The board approved an expenditure of up to $200.00, with the understanding that we will be the first of many organizations to fund such sculptures.
