December Program:

Japanese endangered bird program was cancelled.  Ideas presented were:

1. Ona Hochwerder on “restoration ecology”.  This would complement David S’s possible project on restoration ecology on the Greenbelt.  Invite Amanda Rogers from the DC Parks Dept. when this is scheduled.

2. Authors of the new book (published by UK Press) on biodiversity.

3.  New film seen in Louisville (Eco World? Enviro world?)  Possibly too soon for another filming?  Too expensive?  Brenda will explore availability and financing.

Volunteer Hours:

Carolyn updated volunteer hours through 11/08/2010.  This effort will simplify our task when the annual report deadline looms.

Wal-Mart contribution for Sherry’s volunteer hours.  Mike checked and this can be requested again this year.  David offered to make a gift for Sherry to be presented at the Christmas Bird Count.  Perhaps one for Jan Howard as well?

River Heritage 10/30/2010:

Very poor turnout.  More volunteers (from all agencies involved) than public.  Much discussion re:  is this worth our effort.  We will consider the level of publicity and historic turnout before committing to such activities in the future.

Arts in the Community:

David S. suggested a restoration ecology project on the Greenbelt (possibly with funding from National Audubon?).  Apparently, the city has been mowing and spraying along the Greenbelt without thought to habitat destruction.

Arts in the community (cont.)

Several Greenbelt Birds are underway with multiple sponsors, including the Powell family.  David S. mentioned possible grant money available to help with some expenses.  He is also working on calendars focusing on the environment to be given to new mothers.  This will encourage tactile and visual learning in babies. 

KY Ornithological Society:

Lisa L. is working on a grant from the KOS avian Research Fund (suggested by Jan Howard).  The grant is for up to $1000 and would be used with elementary school and Girls Scout activities.

Clay Hill Memorial Forest:

Our successful field trip stimulated discussion about ways these resources might be brought to Owensboro.  We agreed to explore the possibility of Dr. Kessler and his staff coming to Daviess County to train teachers and other community leaders.

 DCAS Website:

We need to update the address for dues to Brenda L.’s.  Also, keep minutes of board meetings current.

KY Audbon Council

Brenda told us of a proposal to erect a monument to John James Audubon at Monument Park on the grounds of the state Capitol.  This would be a rugged yellow sandstone rock with a bronze medallion.  The cost is estimated at $5000 or less.  It has been suggested that KY chapters be approached for a contribution.

Audubon Adventures:

We discussed funding this program again this year.  The cost is $50 per classroom and includes 4 sets of student news magazines, a teacher’s guide, and colorful poster.  Carolyn W. suggested we focus on the third grade classrooms, since fourth and fifth grades are testing years.

Christmas at Panther Creek:

Carolyn W. has most time slots filled for our designated time period (Dec 3-9).  She suggests bringing an extra chair and warm clothing.  

Trash for Cash:

Carolyn W. completed the application with input from the board.  We again requested 10 miles of roadway to clear.
