Minutes from Oct.  Board meeting were read an approved.
October 31, 2011 Finance report is attached at the end of these minutes.
The continued study of the spreadsheet listing data of DCAS members provided by NAS reveals that the width of the spreadsheet makes finding the date memberships expire difficult. In printing the sheet, it is necessary to print two pages to be able to see the “off screen” data, over at the far right. The roster now contains around 250 names reflecting the expanded area of our 
Scott Harp will present a Program about “Birding by Ear” on December 6. Recommendation was made that we print an open invitation to MoonLite Supper with the Speaker to encourage more people to join in the social and get acquainted time before the meeting.
Dec. Field Trips will be 8 AM Dec 17 based at The Henshaws. It was agreed that the $100 reimbursement of our hosts for food and related expenses will be an on-going appropriation. January 1st KOS count will be 8 AM starting from Janet Howard’s home with the food provided by the MoonLite being a corporate donation to our chapter. It was agreed to publicize the Wild Birds Unlimited sponsored Owl Prowls in the Evansville Area.
Our chapter is current with our reporting of our finances on Form 990 with the Internal Revenue Service via what is called an ePostcard. This is an electronic reporting method available to not-for-profit organizations [501 (c) 3 corporations]. DCAS has sent a copy of our ePostcard to the Kentucky Attorney General’s Office which is required annually. The AG’s office maintains a listing of Kentucky’s recognized, legitimate, charitable organizations. Our chapter can be found online in the “T’s” because our official corporate name is The Daviess County Audubon Society.
Carolyn Williams recorded Volunteer Hours.
Planned Community Education Programs are underway for WKBG, Girl Scouts e.g.[Saturday Dec 10 bird house program at Pennyroyal GS Camp using coffee cans], Eastview Elementary is starting a bird watching program with Dennis Millay’s class who may be interested in Cornell University’s Classroom FeederWatch or individual FeederWatch with its lower cost of $15 and without a CD, Teacher’s manual, materials provided. A meeting with Girls Inc is to be arranged to inquire about their interest in repeating or continuing the Urban Birds Program.
NAS has awarded DCAS the entire allotment of 2012 Collaborative Funding for Kentucky, $545, for the second year of the planned Native Grass Garden beside the Greenbelt at the Old Hartford Road. David Stratton wondered if it might be easier to plant multiple raised beds at various places along the Greenbelt. That idea was explained as a bad idea because of the intense need for water in the first year of planting which would be labor intensive to the point of being prohibitive. Planting of the native grasses and wildflowers is scheduled for late February or March 2012.
Two recipients came to the October meeting to pick up their Audubon Adventures kits. The other kits will be delivered to the teachers who have requested them. One kit will be kept by Winnie Lin for use in varied education programs.
The deadline for the newsletter will be about 10 days prior to the following month’s program in order to allow David time to lay it out and get it proofed before distribution one week before the upcoming meeting.
Judy Adams passed around a waiver of liability standard form that has been prepared for the participants on the Costa Rica trip in January. Brenda Little added that such a form gives the impression that our chapter’s Officers and Directors cannot be held legally liable for any accident, injury or mishap that happens whether on a regular monthly field trip or on such as a long distance study trip. David Stratton agreed to inquire with the insurance company that provides coverage to Brescia University to ask if they might be willing to give us a quote on a policy to protect our chapter leaders from personal financial risk.
