Owensboro Community and Technical College’s Nature Day 9 A to 1 P October 22

Plans are to introduce Deer Park Elementary 5th graders to the nest box trail on OCTC’s campus as part of a study of cavity nesters. Program goal is the planning and subsequent installation of a trail of nest boxes on the elementary school grounds. Brenda Little has nest boxes in need of cleaning, minor repairs and painting that may be used in the program. The Education team will be composed of Lisa Leonard, Judy Adams, Bill Little and Brenda Little. Mike Henshaw suggested that we contact Scott Harp or Eric Williams to obtain birds’ eye views of Deer Park’s grounds layout for the children to use in planning placement of boxes.

October 22 Education Program at West Kentucky Botanical Garden is planned and staffed.

Collaborative Funding   Desire is to purchase a camera, portable printer, and supplies for use in environmental education programs. Dr. Chuck Price of USI has suggested a camera that is waterproof and shockproof estimating that our costs should be about $500.Camera is not only sturdy for use by youngsters but shoots video and is hoped to be valuable for recruiting new members and participation in our club. Guidelines from NAS regarding Collaborative Funding were reviewed. NAS asks that before chapters apply for funds to buy equipment, other avenues of funding be pursued. Lisa Leonard volunteered to begin the grant writing process to the Yager Charitable Trust. Deadline for applications to this Trust is October 15th. Deadline for applications to NAS for Collaborative Funding is October 31st. If Yager Grant comes through, we will decide on another request for funds from NAS.

River Heritage table October 30th 10A to 2 P at the Science Museum Mike Henshaw will donate a large full color map from National Geographic to illustrate the rivers that flow across the country to the ocean. Donna Hanley volunteered to laminate the map for use as part of the tabletop display’s background. We will display our chapter’s banner with the booth. Mary Kissell agreed to put together a time sequenced slide show of Ohio River Valley birds onto a thumb drive. The bird images will either be displayed on a laptop’s screen, a TV monitor, or will be projected onto a screen at the back of our booth. Not knowing about electricity outlets, we will need to bring an extension cord just in case. We will use brochures about avian migration prepared by Judy Adams and will try to promote our November 2nd program about the Gulf Oil Spill. Lisa Leonard and Mary Kissell will set up the display between 9:30 and 9:45. Donna Hanley will relieve Lisa and Mary around noon. Mike Henshaw will work with Donna if his schedule allows. We may need to recruit 1 or 2 more volunteers for the afternoon shift and/or for booth teardown.

Annual Report Records Carolyn Williams collected data about the number of volunteers and their hours spent during July, August, and September relating to educational programs, and numbers of participants in field studies and programs in September and October. We are off to a good start in our new year with trying to keep a running record of information that will be needed for our Annual Report after our 6/30/11 year end.
