Minutes of the October 2011

Bird House Construction Program at Pennyroyal Girl Scout Camp-Lisa Leonard needs 2 or 3 helpers for an all-day program, 10 AM to 3 PM. Volunteers may help out with any amount of time from 1 hour to all day. Bill and Brenda Little have signed-on to help for about 3 or 4 hours.

Roster Problems- Brenda Little reported that National made a typo error with David Stratton’s membership listing him as residing on 81st Street. O’boro has no 81st St so David did not receive magazine or any contact from National. Treasurer assumed his dues had not been paid by DCAS and we paid a 2nd time. Therefore DCAS has paid $40 for a first year membership of about 6 months. We have requested help with correcting the error without success.


President Judy Adams has repeated our request from about 2 years ago to expand our chapter’s zip code inclusion for J 52 by NAS.


Brenda Little agreed to donate a box of blank postcards for ink jet printers for use in making contact with our membership. A verbal review of the names currently listed resulted in more of the unknowns being recognized than was previously believed. Updates are needed to remove M/M R.W. Thacker who are both deceased and to change Dr. & Mrs. Hast to Carolyn Hast due to the death of Dr. Hast. 


There was general agreement to make contact with all members on our roster in an effort to solicit email addresses so we can keep in contact with our newsletter.

Incentives from National-It was decided to order two boxes (24) of fanny packs with the NAS name and logo for use as gifts to speakers and as incentives to recruit new members.

November Program-Wayne Tamminga (270) 646-5167 has been recommended as the best speaker about Sandhill Cranes. He has done a PowerPoint presentation at Barren River for the past 15 years.
November Field Trip-Tony and Brenda Eaden have volunteered to host a meal at their home on a date yet to be determined. The group discussed whether to have an early morning or a late afternoon time for birding. It was decided to leave the day and the time of the field trip to the Eaden’s. 

Christmas Bird Counts-It was decided to leave the choice of a date for the CBC to Mike and Sherry Henshaw who host the event at their home. [It was not discussed but the Secretary and Treasurer intends to repeat last year’s gift of $100 to Mike and Sherry to pay for the expense of food for the event. ] A count will be held at Janet Howard’s home on New Year’s Day with tabulations reported to the Kentucky Ornithological Society.

Non-Profit Status and Registered Agent Issues-Judy Adams has been advised that it is not necessary to have an attorney or accountant to serve as our Registered Agent. Two names were proposed as possible Agents for our Corporation, Jeff Murphy was suggested by Judy, and Rob Mitchell & Associates were recommended by David Stratton. The only requisite is that the Registered Agent have a stable and durable address and be willing to notify us annually when our registration fee is due in Frankfort.

Community Projects-There is an October 15th deadline for reporting to NAS about the progress of our 2010 use of Collaborative Funds. Brenda Little agreed to file the report. There is an October 31st deadline for applying for Collaborative Funding from NAS for 2011. Brenda Little agreed to apply for a second year of funding for a Native Grass & Wildflower Garden to help with the cost of such things as mulch, water, and signs/banners, etc.

Birding classes at WKBG are considered to have been successful with the amount of volunteer staffing this past year and it is intended to continue with the same people and the same level of involvement in 2011-2012.


The failure of bird feeders at Girls Inc due to squirrel damage was discussed with the question about whether DCAS should spend more money to repair and replace the destroyed feeders. It was decided to set a meeting with management of Girls Inc, Tish and/or Courtney, to present the question about funding, how much from DCAS and how much from Girls Inc, and plans for continuation of the Urban Birds program. It was assigned to Brenda Little to set a meeting date and time with representatives of the Urban Birds program and mgmt. of Girls Inc.

Audubon Adventures-It was decided to order 5 kits with the understanding that groups not needing the full set of newsletters would allow us to divide their full set so that DCAS has extra’s to use for Environmental Education classes, to promote the kits to other schools for next year, and to use if the need arises with a class(es) that did not make the cut-off this year or that exceeded our budgeted 5 kit limit.

Goldfinch-David Stratton, the newsletter editor, needs articles submitted to him by October 17th.

The Big Year-Movie will open in Owensboro on October 14th. The evening when DCAS will sponsor a group attendance is yet to be decided.
Costa Rica Trip- 6 people have tentatively signed-up for the week-long trip planned for January. There will be an informational meeting at Bob and Judy Adams’ home next Sunday about the trip.
